February 23, 2017

Donnie Boyd has been assigned as our county contact. We will send him a SPECIAL invitation to the next meeting.  Hopefully he will begin attending as well as our past commissioners.

We discussed the fitness room at the gym that we reviewed at our last meeting. The door can be locked between the fitness room and the rest of the gym to limit trespassing. We decided to keep the monthly fee low enough that people can afford to use it. All agreed that $15.00 per month would help with utility fees. We also approved purchasing a key lock for the door and each paid person would be assigned a number; if their monthly fee isn’t paid their number will be locked out of the system. Leda wants to check with Quentin before we go ahead with this. Quentin is in charge of renting and scheduling use of the facility. Amber will price a keypad and let us know the cost.

Mel will be retiring July 1st after serving as an EMT for 42 years.  When Mel retires we will only have one EMT. It was suggested that we put a notice in the post office to see if we can recruit potential candidates for the ambulance and the fire department. KCC did not offer the EMT course this winter term.

The preschool end of year program will be April 6th at 7:00 pm; everyone is welcome to attend. 

We all agreed to help with sending Amber Kondrato to a grant writing session. The fire department will assist with the cost also. She has been taking some on line courses already and will let us know when a training session becomes available. 

The target shoot this year, tentatively scheduled for September 23rd, will donate all proceeds to Randy Maddock. He has cancer, no insurance and no income.

We agreed to May 12th for the town cleanup. We would like to encourage some of the local residents to clean up around their homes and will ask Klamath county official, Tom Crist, if it would be possible to allow free dumping for residents rather than just for roadside cleanup. In the past free dumping is for yard debris only. 

St. James Alter Society will not be holding the fish fry this year but will instead hold a plant sale on Memorial Day weekend. Gift certificates can be purchased ahead of time for Mother’s day. 

Fishing Day will be June 1st this year. They expect 80 students plus volunteers; this means we need to purchase extra hotdogs. Any left over hotdogs can be saved for the target shoot.

Leland expressed concern regarding the fire department being expected to respond to Beatty and Sprague River.  Leland was assigned as Incident Commander for the recent flood event and the Bly fire department was expected to cover these areas that are not within our assigned area. The fire department collects taxes on 7 square miles but is expected to respond to a 106 square mile area. We often respond to Beatty and even though we are allowed to bill them for our services most people do not have insurance and we seldom collect any funds. 

Leda explained that fire chief, Leland Hunter, has worked long and hard to bring the department up to national standards. We will soon be having an ISO inspection that hopefully will decrease our fire rating. We are currently at a rating of 6 and hope to get to a 5 or possibly a 4. This rating will reduce insurance costs for our residents.  

It would help if we had a designated landing zone for transporting medical patients by helicopter.  The pad needs to be approximately 20’x20’ and needs to have ambulance access and no close by power lines. If we can get land donated we can hold a fund raising event to pay for the concrete. 

The Easter egg hunt will be hosted by the fire department on April 16th at 2:00 pm at the school. The Altar Society offered to purchase 15 dozen eggs.
