Jim says Brian, from Home Depot, will come out and do an overall estimate, make us a list and possibly have a grant program that can help with repairs. Jim will find out more info and let us know.
We are still collecting plastic twist type bottle caps. For every 1000 turned in a little girl receives one hour of dialysis. We agreed since this is a community project that the CATeam will pay the postage. Leda’s granddaughter, Heather stationed in Utah, will receive the bottle caps to pass on to the young man in charge of the project. 
Someone stole the flag and rope from the park. Barb Peot (former resident) donated a new flag and Randy Norris will put the rope up for us. The fire department auxiliary recently purchased 3 game cameras and they are installed. When Leland pulled the card there was over 1000 photos of people using the restrooms. (No wonder toilet tissue costs us so much) 

The Easter egg hunt will be on April 1st at 2:00 pm at the school. This is hosted by the Bly fire department with a donation from the St. James Alter Society. 

We will not have a meeting in March due to spring break. Our next meeting will be April 26th.
