(Mary suggested we have a fund raising event for the parade but Margaret indicated that she didn’t want to do it anymore.) The concert insurance is $100/yr and weight room. $17/yr. Anyone holding a special event will have to go to www.eventhelper.com and name the CATeam as additional insured. 

Someone flipped the outside breaker and the doors opened. The panel is now locked. Riley Harris did some clean up around the gym and it is looking much better. Lakeview Sanitation donated a dumpster to haul out the roofing. We will have to pay for disposal; $74/ton. We received $1500 from US Bank to help with window replacement. It can be used for replacing the broken panes and painting. We made $754 on the concert.

Robert Tucker is loaning his tractor to the gym and we approved purchasing $60 in parts. Jack Lansdowne and Quentin have been working on it. The gym balance is currently $6570.92; insurance due in August is $6500.

Donna is selling Bly t-shirts and sweatshirts. More designs will be coming.
